“Dr. Shelden’s keynote really puts the focus on how important it is that firms understand the multiple facets of 

technology, business and innovation because it can affect their bottom line and competitiveness in the future,” 

said Dana K. "Deke" Smith, FAIA, Executive Director of buildingSMART alliance, the hosting organization of 

the conference. “2010 is looking to be a watershed year for building information modeling, and those design, 

construction and facility management companies that are able to implement it into their business processes
